What happens next?

All nominees will be contacted with the outcome of their nomination / entry after short-listing, which will take place in early February 2012. Interviews will take place between Monday 13th- Friday 17th February 2012.

For each of the 12 categories we will shortlist at least 5 candidates. The WWMB Woman of the Year 2012 Award will be presented to a woman who is a winner of one of the categories and will be chosen by the Sponsors and Chief Judge.

All of the finalists will be invited to take part in a Charity challenge in late February 2012, which will have as its aim, the task to raise at least £10,000 for the purpose of funding the Joshua Foundation’s work with children with terminal cancer. What the judges are looking for:

1. Substantial businesses trading for at least 5 years 

2. Major employers

5. Background information about the motivation for the charity work

6. Supporting materials about the impact of the charity work from connected organisations

This award will recognise successful women who run / direct businesses of various sizes from small concerns to major employers. Women who enter other categories are able to also enter for these awards. We will be looking for outstanding leadership, vision and success in business.
What the judges are looking for:

Best Female Business Newcomer

WWMB are keen to celebrate businesses as they survive those all-important embryonic stages. This Award will go to a woman who has launched a new venture or progressed rapidly within a company showing passion, enthusiasm and an unwavering desire to succeed. We are looking for a woman (of any age) who, in the case of business owners, started trading less than 2 years ago, but at least 6 months, with a great idea and who looks destined for long term success.

What the judges are looking for:

1. Businesses trading for 6 months but less than 2 years (If you are the business owners)

2. The motivation for setting up the business / progression within the business

3. Drive and determination

4. Great customer service – examples of customer feedback

5. Business / Individual potential & future growth.


	Best Woman in a Business Investing in the Environment 

This Award will celebrate the success of women who are the key players in environmental regeneration in their region or the wider world. The winner will have shown great determination and strength in creating or developing a successful environmental policy alongside business objectives and in doing so will have overcome barriers to such an approach while still creating sustained local employment.

What the judges are looking for:

1. Women in businesses trading for 2 years or more

2. Evidence of longevity and sustainability

3. Evidence of a strong commitment to environmental policies in business

4. Examples of customer feedback


	Young Welsh Female Entrepreneur

Vitality, ambition and determination are important in every business.  This Award is for the Young Female Entrepreneur aged 25 or under who can add talent to the equation.  
What the judges are looking for:

1. Businesses trading for 2 years or more

2. Motivation to starting and running the business & level of innovation in the idea

3. Growth potential…profit and employment growth

4. How much do you re-invest into the business?
5. Customer focus

These awards are for women leading businesses in these fields where the company has been trading for more than 2 years. The entrants will show a strong financial performance, innovation and most importantly, excellent customer service. Strong brand values and clear evidence that the business is moving forward will also form part of the judges’ criteria.  This Award recognises the entrepreneurial spirit, achievements and long-term ambitions of those in these fast-moving and highly competitive sectors.

What the judges are looking for:

1.Women in businesses trading for 2 years or more

2.Innovative/creative approach to business

3.Evidence of excellent customer service 

4.Examples of how you have added value

5. Unique selling point – what are you doing over and above your competitors? How do you differentiate yourself?

6. Demonstration of longevity/sustainability, and how will you achieve this in the future?




Rules of Entry
· Nominees must be either women business owners with a shareholding who are the company’s driving force OR women managers who have been the driving force behind a company who have made a difference and made the company a success. 

· Nominations will be accepted from women who are co-owners of a company.  

· Nominations can only be accepted from those women whose trading address is in their region of entry or were born in that region regardless of business location.

· Nominees companies must have been trading for a minimum of 2 years on 1st March 2012 (with the exception of ‘Best Newcomer’ who should have been trading for at least 6 months & less than 2 years).

· Nominations should be for women aged 18 or over for all categories (with the exception of ‘Young Welsh Female Entrepreneur’ where entries will be accepted only from nominees 25 or under on 1st March 2012). 

· Nominations cannot be accepted from anyone directly connected to the Joshua Foundation, including relatives of employees.

· Nominees are allowed to enter only 2 categories, in addition to the Joshua Foundation Memorial Award.

· Joint owners/partners can enter but their applications will be treated as individual applications. It is the individual woman not the business that will win.

· All entries are treated in confidence. Any accounts submitted will be for the sight of the judges only and will not be published.  Any other information submitted may be used for promotional and publicity purposes post awards. 

· The judging panel may request a telephone interview with short-listed candidates. 

· The judges' decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into. 

· The organisers reserve the right to withdraw an award from any applicant supplying false information in their entry and the judges reserve the right to audit any information supplied. 
· By completing an entry to the Awards, you agree to all the rules of entry.

The Joshua Foundation Memorial Prize for outstanding contribution from a Businesswoman in the field of charity work. (Supported by The Joshua Foundation)
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The Joshua Foundation (TJF) is a Cardiff based national charity that was created in September 1998 to provide holidays and experiences for children with terminal cancer and their families where the child is aged between birth and 19. 
The charity takes its name from Joshua Cornelius, from Caerphilly, South Wales, who was diagnosed with Desmoplastic Round Cell Tumour of the abdomen, a terminal cancer, in December 1996 and who died on December 4th 1998, aged 7. After his diagnosis, Joshua, had to undergo intensive and aggressive chemotherapy. To offset this in his 23 months of treatment, he travelled the world - California, New York, Florida, Lapland, Israel and 4 trips to Euro Disney - living life to the full.
